Intern duties include answering constituent phone calls, researching legislative issues and assisting with correspondence to constituents.  Interns will also have opportunities to attend guest speakers, congressional hearings and tour historic sites.  
Iowa District Office Internships: 
Interns in the Iowa District offices assist with constituent services work including community outreach, constituent casework and general office duties.
